Scope and Sequence

You will be student teaching during the third quarter. Therefore, you should start planning TODAY what you will be doing. This means you will need to turn into Dr. Kitts the following information NEXT week.

1. Your fulltime start date cleared with your cooperating teacher. (This should be the first day of the second semester in your placement school but this needs to be negotiated with your cooperating teacher.) 

2. Your fulltime stop date which will be ten weeks from your start date. Again, ideally this will allow you to transition your classes back to your cooperating teacher at the beginning of fourth quarter.

3. Obtain a school calendar showing shortened days, holidays, grading periods etc. Bring this with you to all GEOL 401 sessions.

4. The preps that you will be taking over.

5. Obtain copies of the textbooks, lab manuals, etc. for those preps and bring them each time to GEOL 401. (If worse comes to worse, photocopy the second third of the text.)

6. If your school does not have a set curriculum (this means you need to ask about this as well), then your cooperating teacher’s best guess as to the chapters that he or she expects you to cover during your student teaching.

7. The pre- or co-reqs for all the preps you are teaching including what level of math competency your students already have. (Be sure to include the material they should learn during the Fall semester.)

8. The name and contact info of any aides (such a special ed.) that have been assigned to your room. When you get their contact info, introduce yourself and be sure they have your contact info. Ask them directly what services they can provide to you and what you need to do for them. (For example, they may need all your exams two days in advance so they can tailor them as necessary before the test day itself.)

9. An inventory of all the materials available for you to use in your science classroom. The full inventory will not be due until mid Oct. but this could take quite some time so you will need to show that you have started your inventory when we meet in NEXT WEEK.

10. Ask what the rules are for photocopying.

11. Ask if there is any money to purchase lab materials/consumables. 

12. Ask if you are allowed to go on field trips. If so, what are the rules?

13. Ask if you can bring in speakers. If so, what are the rules?

14. Ask about security in the building. Where should your Speaker, University Supervisor and/or Dr. Kitts park, enter the building and check-in during visitations?

15. Ask whether you need to have students fill out a permission form to take pictures/videos in your classroom while you teach.
