1. Download the application from http://jove.geol.niu.edu/programs/teach_cert/Instructions201Application.doc or use the one attached to the end of these instructions.

2. Type in your information and include your essay.
3. Make 5 photocopies.
4. Have your TB test taken and keep the original results. Tuberculosis skin test:   http://www.teachercertification.niu.edu/tcp_ttr.htm 
5. Photocopy the results and send 2 copies with your 5 copies of your application to the address listed below.

6. Fill out and pay for your criminal back ground check. Criminal background check:   http://www.teachercertification.niu.edu/tcp_cbc.htm
7. Include ONE photocopy of your receipt for the criminal background check.
8. Sign up for the Illinois State Basic Skills test:  http://www.teachercertification.niu.edu/ct_int.htm or http://www.icts.nesinc.com/ . It should be taken before or no later than during your 201 experience.

9. Send 5 copies of your application (info sheet and statement), 2 copies of the TB test results, one copy of the CBC receipt and a notation of when you have signed up for the basic skills test or test results to the address below. DO NOT SEND your application to the Clinicals office. They will not accept it without a coordinator’s signature.
